Minutes

Planning Board Chairman, Bruce Roope called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. in the
3rd Floor City Council Chambers of City Hall. Six (6) the Planning Board members were
in attendance.

Adoption of Planning Board Meeting Minutes of 3/15/12

Members present voted to approve the minutes from the regularly scheduled Planning
Board meeting held on March 15, 2012 as submitted without revisions. So voted, with
Pat Cote abstaining because he had not reviewed the minutes.

Concerns expressed about inadequate distribution of Planning Board meeting
materials

Several Planning Board members expressed their dissatistaction with and claimed
concerns that planning board materials were somehow not being distributed properly to
members of the board. Additionally, several members expressed concerns that certain
public documents (Strategic Plan “Draft” and Comprehensive Plan) were not readily
available to the public on the City’s website. There was considerable discussion and
confusion about this matter and Ken Arndt, Director of Planning & Development took on
the responsibility of verifying the actual sequence of events/location of information.

Ken agreed to research and report back to the Planning Board as soon as possible.

Discussion of a “Comparative Analysis” of 2011-2012 Presque Isle Strategic Plan \%}
“Draft” and the 2007-2008 Presque Isle Comprehensive Plan.

Since some members expressed their concerns about either not having received the
“synopsis” or that they were not able to find the neither Strategic Plan nor comprehensive
plan on-line, it was decided to delay/table this discussion until a later date. It was decided
that the Planning Board still wants to hold a formal public hearing on the Strategic Plan
and that they conduct their own internal analysis of the Strategic Plan/Comprehensive
Plan comparison at their May,2012 monthly meeting and then post for a public hearing
for their June, 2012 regular monthly meeting. It was moved by Ward Gerow and
seconded by Karl Dampf to proceed with the above described process. So voted,
unanimous.

Status Review of proposed re-zoning of portions of Industrial St. & Parsons St.
to a Business Zone.

Ken Arndt updated the Planning Board on current parcel categorization
(commercial/residential/governmental) for that portion of Industrial Street/Mechanic
Street/Parsons Street intended to be re-zoned as a Business zone. The Planning &
Development office staff was contacted by several property owners in this section of
roadway, requesting to have the area re-zoned from URZ-1 or URZ-2 to Business to
more appropriately reflect current conditions and uses. Ken utilized a power-point
presentation to give Planning Board members a “drivers” perspective of the
properties abutting the routes under consideration for re-zoning. A formal
recommendation for the proposed re-zoning will be made at the May 17" Planning
Board meeting. It was moved, seconded and voted unanimously to support this
proposed re-zoning initiative.

Other Business

Ken Arndt & Martin Puckett briefly presented information (maps) to the Planning
Board about a probable application to the Maine Department of Transportation under
their “Safe Routes to Schools” program for the expansion of the City’s bike/walking
trail. The intention will be to extend the trail/path along Riverside Drive, then north
on the western side of Main Street in a northerly direction to the intersection of north
Main Street and North Street, then along/near North St. to its intersection with the
existing bikeway/walking path on Griffin Street. A “Letter of Intent” will be filed
with MDOT around mid-May, 2012.

With no further business to transact or discuss, the Planning Board members voted
unanimously to adjourn at 8:35 P.M.

RESIDENTIAL RENTAL REGISTRATION
AND INSPECTION ORDINANCE

It is the purpose of the City of Presque Isle’s adopted Residential Rental
Registration and Inspection Ordinance, herein, to assure that all rental dwellings
in the city are maintained in a good, safe, and sanitary condition and do not
create a nuisance or blighted conditions to their surroundings. To ensure a
proactive approach and aid with upholding the City’s adopted International
Property Maintenance Code, Building Code, Land Use and Development Code,
and other relevant provisions of the City Code and State and Federal laws. The
City Council hereby establishes this rental registration and inspection program
for all applicable residential rental properties within the City of Presque Isle.

PREAMBLE: This Ordinance is intended to replace and repeal all prior
ordinance(s) dealing with any subject matter dealt with herein, and shall
supersede the same, whether specifically repealed or referenced herein:

SCOPE: This Ordinance applies to any dwelling unit and its accessory units that
are leased as rental units located within the City of Presque Isle, with the
following exceptions:

1. Nursing Homes;

2 Hotel and motels;

3. University/ Community College certified on site dorm housing;
and

4. Bed & Breakfast and temporary lodging facilities, as licensed by the
Maine Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS)

DEFININTIONS:

The following words and phases, when used in this ordinance, shall have the
meanings respectively ascribed to them in this section, except where the context
otherwise requires.

e Building Official means the Code Enforcement Officer, or his/her
authorized designee.

o Property Maintenance Code means Chapter 38C of the City Ordinance, as
amended.

e Duplex means a building with two (2) dwelling units.
